Leadership Roles: 

List any leadership roles.  Leadership can if you are an officer or leader of a group but also can be mentoring a younger child, being a leader of a club, group, or team.  It can be anytime you have had a chance to be a role model or leader.  

Employment/ Volunteer Activities: 
Employer, Job Title, years of employment 
List of organizations and activities.  This can be organized volunteering with church, clubs, school, or family.  It can be other activities like helping clean up after a meeting or church, serving cookies at a meeting, handing out programs at church.  It does not need to be an on-going event but can be a one-time event. List Activities starting with the one you most want the judges to remember.
